One of the most important reasons for
parental involvement is that it helps alleviate stress and
anxiety if the students are facing challenges with specific
skills or topics. Parents have experience and expertise
with a variety of subject matter and life experiences to
help increase relevance. Parents help their children
understand content and make it more meaningful, while
also helping them understand things more clearly.

Also, their involvement increases skill and subject
retention. Parents get into more depth about content and
allow students to take skills to a greater level. Many
children will always remember the times spent together
working on homework or classroom projects. Parental
involvement with homework and engagement in their
child’s education are related to higher academic
performance, better social skills and behavior, and
increased self-confidence.

Parents have perspective on their children, and this
allows them to support their weaknesses while
expanding upon their strengths. The time together
enlightens parents as to exactly what their child’s
strengths and weaknesses are.
